Send an email to Tom by June 28 if you want to come. 
 

Arrive at Orchard Creek after 8 AM for an 8:30 AM departure.  We will head to Jakes on the Lake 

for lunch. We will follow Old Hwy 40, enjoy the views and stay off Hwy 80 as much as possible. 

 

Jakes on the Lake is a beautiful restaurant with views of the marina and the entire Lake Tahoe.  

We need to arrive at the restaurant by 11:30.  We will be seated at smaller tables, 4 or 6 people per 

table.  The restaurant will give us separate checks per table.  Please bring some extra cash to divvy 

up the bill at your table, adding 7.25% tax and 20% tip to the menu prices.  For the ride back, 

choose your own preferred route. 

 

If you want to go on this ride, send an email to Tom Breckon by June 28.  We must firm up the 

reservation with the restaurant by then. 

 

We can probably take as many cars as want to go, but will need some group leaders.  Let Tom 

know if you are willing to lead a group.

Tahoe Trip – 2- and 3-Day Options 
 
Following Scott Humphrey’s suggestions, we have some options for you to allow your Lake Tahoe 
trip to be an overnight experience.  These include the tour of Thunderbird Lodge and a Dinner 
Cruise on the MS Dixie.  Scott will be doing all the activities over the three days and is available 
for questions/assistance.  Let Scott know if you will be participating in any of these activities.  The 
options are described below.  Of course, you can still choose to head home after lunch at Jakes. 
 
This would be a little different type of trip than we normally take.  We won’t stay together as a 
group after our lunch on the first day at Jakes.  Instead, you will make your own reservations and 
meet others when you do these activities. 
 
These are the options if you want to spend additional days in Tahoe. 
 
Monday August 12 
 

• Make a reservation at one of these:  
o The Landing Resort and Spa, Southshore.  Very nice; 5-star lake access, pricy, about 

$500 /night on Expedia.com and refundable until 8/9.   Convenient if you want dinner 
on the MS Dixie, a 10-minute walk to Nugget or Harrah’s to catch the bus. 

o Nugget Casino Resort, Southshore.  Cheaper 2-star and the bus to MS Dixie stops here, 
starts at $144/night incl. taxes & fees on Expedia.com and refundable until 8/9. 

o Margaritaville, Southshore.  4.5 star, new and nicer than the Nugget, next to Harrah’s, 
starts at $299/night incl. taxes and fees on Expedia.com and refundable until 8/9.  Scott 
will be staying here.  The bus to MS Dixie stops next door at Harrah’s. 

o Sunnyside Lodge, Tahoe City.  Fun, rustic lodge on the lake, dinner/party on the deck.  
Not convenient to the MS Dixie but closer to the Thunderbird Lodge tour the next day. 
Starts about $375 a night on Expedia and refundable until 8/9. Rooms are limited.  Also, 
try the hotel website or call the hotel. 
 



 
 

• Reserve the dinner cruise on the MS Dixie, Monday 6pm, $140 each, but wonderful if you 
haven’t done this before. 

• Take the MS Dixie shuttle.  Parking is very bad at Zephyr Cove, where you board MS Dixie. 
o Shuttle pickup: Harrah’s 5:05 PM, rear entrance by the arcade. 
o Shuttle pickup: Nugget 5:15 PM, front entrance by valet. 

 

 
 

Tuesday August 13 
 

• Reserve the 11 AM or 12:30 PM Tour of Thunderbird Lodge, $75 each.  Scott is doing the 11 
AM tour.  Get your tickets online.  The tour starts at the North Tahoe Nevada Welcome Center, 
969 Tahoe Blvd., Incline Village.  From there a bus will transport you to the Lodge.  There may 
be road construction on SR28 on your way to the Welcome Center.  Check traffic online and 
allow plenty of time to get there.  Don’t miss the bus! 

o From Southshore, check the website Nevada 911 for SR28. 
o From Sunnyside Lodge, check Caltrans Road Conditions for SR28. 

• We suggest an Italian dinner at Sapori at the top of Harrah’s, forest view, not too expensive. 

• Book a second night at your hotel if you wish. 
 
On your last day, take the time to drive around the beautiful lake and head home. 
 
Pick and choose whichever activities appeal to you.  All of these options have reasonable 
cancellation policies that you should be aware of.  Tahoe can be impacted, particularly by smoke 
and fire.
