The tour of the gallery, olive 
garden, house, etc. will take about 2 hours. Then we will retire to the Olive Garden to have our picnic 
lunch (provided by each couple--wine is permitted), until about 2:15.

The cost is $20 per person, and we are strictly limited to 25 people due to the size of the jitney bus used 
for transportation. The Rooney and Schmidt cars will transport our food to the picnic area, but please 
don't bring large coolers since sports cars don't have that much storage. 

Please send your check for $20 per person to DiAnn Rooney,  (see roster for address)  as soon as 
possible. If we exceed capacity we will keep a waiting list.

Going back to Lincoln after the tour can be done on the normal roads, but we would recommend 
driving through the beautiful hills and valleys of Napa, starting at the Silverado Trail.  Many wineries 
are also open for tasting, including the very impressive sparking wine estate Domaine Carneros, which 
is directly across the highway from the di Rosa Reserve.  Shopping and exploring in the towns of 
Sonoma or Napa, or Yountville or St. Helena will only be 20 minutes away.
